FROM INTERSTATE 75:  Take Exit 123 
(Corkscrew Road) east.  Continue east on 
Corkscrew for approx. 16 miles to Gate 3.  
Our main entrance (Gate 1) and the 
campsite entrance (Gate 3) are on the 
right side of the road. 
 
FROM FORT MYERS:  Take Colonial Road 
to State Road 82 (east of I-75). Turn right 
on SR 82 (Immokalee Road).  Continue 
for approx. 14-15 miles.  After passing a 
cellular tower on your left, begin looking 
for County Road 850 (Corkscrew Road).  
Turn right. The main entrance (Gate 1) is 
1.8 miles on the left. The campsite 
entrance (Gate 3) is about 3.8 miles on 
the left.  
 
You may park in the second clearing 
inside gate 3, but be sure to lock the gate 
after you.  Carry your gear from the 
second clearing (3/4 of a mile).
